Nicolas Flamel was a French scribe,
best known for his work in alchemy,
the transmutation of metals. Flamel was
rumored to have created the mythological
Philosopher’s Stone, believed to be able
to turn all metals into gold and produce
an elixir granting eternal life. Come see
a 1618 copy of Flamel’s La Metallique
Transformation at the History of
Medicine Division.
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
